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The People’s State Bank was formerly known as Rexford State Bank and was chartered in 1902 with August Lauterbach & Charles Buschow being chief stockholders.  Ike Crumley became president after Buschow followed by Glen Crumley, C.J. Moeder, Tim Sundgren, & Jeff Torlumpke who became principle stockholder in 1988.





The Legion was built in 1922 and is still in use for auctions and such events.





Albert Wark built this as a service station.  Later, Clarence had a shoe repair business there.





The Community Church was built in 1954 and dedicated debt free due to all the free labor and donations received.  The Modern Woodmen Hall was once on this corner and was built in 1904. Roy Dible bought this and used this lumber in his country home.
